Module Two:  Becoming IT Career Savvy

Outcomes:  

Through completing this series of worksheets, teachers should be able to:

· Articulate distinctions between jobs in 7 IT job clusters (there is not a worksheet for the Enterprise Systems cluster at this time).

· Articulate salaries and tasks for entry level IT jobs.

· Lead students through an exploration of the CyberCareers.org IT Careers Center and Job Finder.

· Point out to students important distinctions between jobs.

· Be able to assist students in describing job functions.

Instructions:

There are 7 worksheets for this module.  Each worksheet corresponds to a job cluster.   Complete as many worksheets as you have time for while you surf the CyberCareers IT Career Center and the Job Finder.  

We assume that you should be able to complete all of the worksheets in under two hours with little difficulty.  

Even if you know the world of IT jobs, complete this worksheet in order to be able to predict difficulties that you students might have completing it.  It is very helpful to use the same computer equipment your students will be using so that you can also predict what the students will experience the interface. 

When you lead your students through the CyberCareers IT Careers Center, they will use these same worksheets.  You can give them the worksheet(s) that correspond to the job cluster(s) highlighted for them by the CyberCareers IT Interest Inventory.
