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“Your IT Career”  

Approx Time:  50 minutes

Module 5

Module Overview:

The objective of this module is to give students the opportunity to teach what they have learned about the world of IT careers to another student.

Learning Outcomes:

· Define the important information for a specific audience looking for a specific job in IT.

· Describe how to use this information to a specific audience.

· Present the information in a format easily understood by a specific audience.

Prerequisites:
students should have completed previous research in defining IT skills.  If they are going to develop a brochure or presentation using computers, they should have the necessary computer skills.

Teacher Preparation Checklist:

1. Complete the Community Resources worksheet and make a selection of these resources available to your students for their own research.  

2. Review student worksheet, “Your IT Career”

3. Group students into pairs to work on assignment.  Put two students interested in the same IT job cluster together.

OPTION:  You can forego the presentation aspect of the assignment and simply have students complete the worksheets.

Teaching Strategy:

Part 1 –Before Class

· Be sure that you have used the computers in the room and know how to help students get logged in, get browsers up, etc.

· Make sure that all computers are on and booted up.

	Part II --Teacher Action


Teacher introduce assignment,  5 minutes.  

· Explain assignment to students.  Handout the assignment description.  

· Move students into pairs.

· Handout worksheet. 

· Get students started by asking them to write the IT career cluster they will focus on in the blank on the worksheet.

· Tell them they should use the information from their earlier worksheets to answer these questions.
Students work in pairs at desk to categorize previously learned information to worksheet, 15 minutes.

Call students to your attention and tell them they will also research web resources.

1. Write any URLs you want them to look at on board, or give them a hand out.

Students conduct web research, 15 minutes.

Students finish worksheets and turn them in, 10  minutes.

Teacher dismiss class.



	Notes

If students are developing presentations or print materials, they have four tasks:

· Determine information that will go into presentation or brochure.
· Determine layout for brochure or presentation software.
· Develop information.
· Put brochure or presentation together. If you use a brochure template, give them a blank template and let them add the information as appropriate. 

Send students to computers in pairs.

· Students may finish the project in another class hour or as homework.


Assessment Methods:

· Teacher observation of student participation in class.

· Observation by teacher of teams completing the worksheets carefully and thoughtfully.

· Review and feedback by the teacher of the worksheets once they have been turned in.
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
