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Using Local Resources Worksheet

To the Educator:

Outcome:  through completing this worksheet, you should be able to:

· Identify local resources that may be useful for your classroom.  

· Organize these resources into categories such as educational institutions, professional associations, industry.

· Keep a contact list of people with whom you have spoken or want to speak.

· Identify key people who might be able to serve as guest speakers for you.

· Use the guest speakers you locate as part your lesson in Modules 3 and 4.  

Depending on your level of familiarity with the resources, this preparation will require from 2 to 5 hours of your time.

Introduction:

You´ll enjoy contacting and getting to know local professionals and their organizations that you can utilize to design your own lessons on IT Career Education.  Use this worksheet to figure out what resources you should identify, what you can do with these resources, and tips on how to make contacts with them.  You´ll find that most of these people are very willing to help young people explore careers in IT.

Teacher Instructions:

1. As you complete this worksheet, ask yourself whether your students would benefit from undertaking the same research you are about to embark on.  Notice any difficulties or stumbling blocks you run into.  You may choose to teach this worksheet as a lesson to your students in which case you will have to predict for students what their difficulties may be and make sure students know how to deal with them if they are to make effective progress through the lesson.  

2. You may wish to ask your students to use a version of this worksheet and to find local resources, but also web resources.  You could start them locating web resources by using CyberCareers related links page.  As you complete the worksheet, consider what you would want their version of the worksheet to look like and what you would expect them to be able to do after completion of the tasks you list. If they complete some version of this kind of research, they would be very well prepared to complete Module 5:  Develop a Job Finder’s Package.
